	Back off Pump pressure control.

	Directional Control Valve in neutral position.

	Close Ball Valves on A and B Lines.

	Ensure Sample Valves are closed.

	Switch Pump on and off to check rotation (C.W.)

	Start Pump and run Off Load for 1 minute.

	Put Pump on load and set Pump Pressure Control to required   pressure.

	Open Ball Valve  on A and B lines after connection to system.
